Solemnity of the Resurrection of the 

Lord 

The mystery of Jesus’ empty tomb has continued to fascinate 

throughout the centuries. Mary Magdalene is the first to dis-

cover that it is empty. She assumes that Jesus’ body must have 

been removed by someone, and that is what she tells Peter 

and the ‘other disciple’ , whom tradition names as John. Mary 

Magdalene, Peter and John will have tried to make sense of the 

empty tomb in their own ways, but John is able to intuit this 

awesome truth, that Jesus has risen, simply from the fact of the 

empty tomb, the fragments of Jesus’ burial cloths and, very im-

portantly, from the fragments of his memory of Jesus’ teaching 

on the resurrection of the dead. In the final analysis, an empty 

tomb is not proof of resurrection. Scholars may argue over it, 

like archaeologists quarrelling over an Egyptian king’s tomb, 

but our faith does not rest on physical proof. It is not in the tomb 

that we will find the proof we are looking for, but rather within 

the hidden chamber of our own hearts where the resurrection 

becomes real; where we encounter the risen Lord. And that is 

where we meet Him today — in our searching, in our prayer, in 

our pain and in our persevering love.
