WEEKDAY MEMORIALS St John Chrysostom (="golden-mouthed”) was 4™ century monk who became
bishop of Constantinople. At times he fell out of favour with empress Eudoxia and was exiled several times,
eventually dying in exile. The feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross celebrates three things: the legend of
the finding of remains of the true Cross; the dedication of the basilica of the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem in
335 and the return of these relics stolen by the Persians in 628. Our Lady of Sorrows commemorates the
seven “Sorrows of Mary”: the Presentation in the Temple (Luke 2:35 “a sword will pierce your heart”); the
flight into Egypt; the finding in the Temple; the Way of the Cross; the Crucifixion; the placing of Jesus’ Body
in her arms and the Burial. Think of the Stabat Mater hymn , the Stations of the Cross and these scenes
painted by the great artists. Sts Cornelius and Cyprian (3" cent.): Pope Cornelius struggled to defend the
Church against schismatics and died in exile. St Cyprian was bishop of Carthage, who defended Pope
Cornelius and died a martyr.

AN UP-DATE SO FAR ON THE CHANGES TO SUNDAY MASS TIMES.

Message from Fr Patrick: “As stated in Bishop Kenney’s letter, the present five Masses celebrated between
both parishes will be reduced to three, and, although Canon Stewart in his retirement will continue to reside
as an active priest at St Charles, this will not have an effect on the reduction of the number of Sunday
Masses. Another thing to consider is that there needs to be at least two hours between the start of one
Mass and the start of another in order to allow time for the priest to be able to talk to people after Mass.
Given the above criteria, it will mean that there will be one Mass on Saturday evening and two Masses on
Sunday morning.

Thank you very much for all the consideration letters received about the new Mass times At the moment,
given the current attendances, it would seem logical that the Saturday evening Mass will remain in
Warwick, although in accordance with many wishes it is likely to be at an earlier time. On Sunday morning
there will be one Mass at each parish. There are still more comments/suggestions coming in so the actual
time of Masses will be established soon after Bishop Kenney’s visit to St Mary’s on 16/17 September”.

But the wide-spread concern at the prospect of no
post-16 Catholic education in the area has reminded people of the importance of the Catholic education
system.

ST MARY IMMACULATE PRIMARY SCHOOL The last Diocesan Inspection team (religious OFSTED)
commented upon outstanding teaching, learning, monitoring and leadership. The pupils were described as
“confident and secure” and “eager and attentive”. They noted too that staff were “enthusiastic and
dedicated”, demonstrating “unswerving commitment”. Older pupils were described as “dedicated at looking
after their younger peers” and this coupled with “high expectations” and “opportunity for every pupil” means
that the school continues to go from strength to strength.

FRIDAY ABSTINENCE Because each Friday recalls the crucifixion of Our Lord, it is set aside as a
special penitential day. Abstinence always meant the giving up of meat rather than the eating of fish as a
substitute. The Bishops wish to re-establish the practice of Friday penance in the lives of the faithful as a
clear and distinctive mark of their own Catholic identity. They recognize that the best habits are those which
are acquired as part of a common resolve and common witness. It is important that all the faithful be
united in a common celebration of Friday penance. Respectful of this and in accordance with the mind
of the whole Church, the Bishops’ Conference wishes to remind all Catholics in England and Wales
of the obligation of Friday Penance. The Bishops have decided to re-establish the practice that this
should be fulfilled by abstaining from meat. (Conference of the Bishops of England and Wales 2011).

NUCLEAR WEAPONS A statement from the Catholic Bishops’ Conference: “We recognise the grave
responsibility for national security that rests with our government and our parliament. We know that
those charged with making the decision on whether to renew the UK’s nuclear weapons programme
will reflect seriously on whether their possession acts as an effective deterrent. We ask them to
reflect too on the view that the use of nuclear weapons can never be morally justified as their use.
would cause the mass deaths of innocent civilians and does not fit within the Just War tradition
Such use could never be a proportionate response” and “Parliament now has an opportunity to
reinforce the extension and implementation of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty to which the UK
is a sighatory, and which obliges all who possess nuclear weapons to work towards their
elimination. We pray that the decision taken by Parliament will include the intention and the steps to
achieve that undertaking: the complete elimination of these weapons”. \When Pope Francis
addressed the United Nations, he concluded: "An ethics and a law based on the threat of mutual
destruction —and possibly the destruction of all mankind — are self-contradictory... There is urgent
need to work for aworld free of nuclear weapons, in full application of the non-proliferation Treaty,
in light and spirit, with the goal of a complete prohibition of these weapons.”

INDULGENCES What are they? When we sin, there are two effects. Firstly, we offend God and secondly
we inflict damage on ourselves in some way. In Confession we obtain God’s forgiveness but the
consequences of sin remain. That is what is meant when we speak of the temporal punishment due to sin.
If we do not “pay this penalty”, by extra good works and prayers in this life, Purgatory will do the rest.
Indulgences are a way of wiping out these consequences. A plenary indulgence frees one from all temporal
punishment due to sin. This gift can also be gained for other people, living or dead.

INDULGENCES - THE CHURCH’S SPIRITUAL TREASURY. Indulgences will be a big part of this Year of
Jubilee and so it will be well to rehearse the teaching of the Church on this matter. Since the Church is the
Body of Christ with each of us its members, whatever one does affects the others. So every good action,
especially those of the saints, builds up a sort of spiritual treasury into which we are privileged to dip. The
Church specifies the means of access. In the early centuries the penitential system was mainly concerned
with serious sins (murder, apostasy, adultery etc.) and the penances were rather severe and could have
included things that could take time, such as a pilgrimage. This would have taken x number of days. So
when prayers began to be substituted for such penances, the idea arose that they would be the equivalent
of the number of days the pilgrimage, for example, would have taken. That is why the old prayer books
used to indicate the number of days that the indulgence was worth.
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JOHN PAUL Il AWARD This award is specifically for young people who have completed their GCSE’s and
who are ready to commit time to help in the Parish. This could involve reading at Mass, cleaning, helping at
the children’s liturgy etc. etc. They would also record hours of service in some sort of social action, which
could be anything from being a volunteer coach for a sports team, fund-raising or even being a handmaid
(or the male equivalent) at Lourdes. This award is a great way to recognize the achievement of committed
young people and also to encourage and support young people on the fringes to engage more deeply in

FIVE PRECEPTS OF THE CHURCH What are they "? (1) You shall attend Mass on Sunday and holy
days of obligation and abstain from work or activities that offend against the character of the day. (2) You
shall receive the sacrament of Penance at least once a year. (3) You shall receive the Eucharist at least
during the Easter season. (4) You shall observe the prescribed seasons of fasting and days of abstinence
(Ash Wednesday and Good Friday). (5) You shall contribute to the material support of the Church. What
is the purpose of the precepts of the Church, and how binding are they? The "Five Precepts of the
Church" with their minimum requirements are supposed to remind us that one cannot be a Christian without
making a moral effort, without participating personally in the sacramental life of the Church, and without
union with her in solidarity. They are obligatory for every Catholic Christian. (YOUCAT questions 345-346).

MISERICORDIAE VULTUS THE FACE OF MERCY_ From the beginning of his Pontificate, Pope Francis
has made it his priority to carry God's mercy to the whole world. In this new document, the Holy Father calls
us to reflect upon the mystery of mercy, especially the spiritual and corporal works of mercy, and place a

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WHAT ARE CREEDS? Creeds are brief formulas of faith that make it possible for all believers to make a
common profession. Brief formulas of this kind can be found already in the letters of St. Paul. The early
Christian Apostles' Creed has a special dignity, because it is thought to be a summary of the faith of the
apostles. The Nicene Creed is highly esteemed because it resulted from the great councils of the Church
when Christendom was still undivided (Nicaea, 325; Constantinople, 381) and is to this day the common
basis for the Christian in the East and the West. (YOUCAT question 26).

How did the creeds come about? The creeds go back to Jesus, who commanded his disciples to
baptize. In doing so, they were to require of the people seeking Baptism the profession of a definite faith,
namely, faith in the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit (Trinity). The original cell from which all later creeds
grew is the profession of faith in Jesus the Lord and in his missionary mandate. He told his apostles, "Go
therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit" (Mt 28:19). All the creeds of the Church are elaborations of the faith in this Triune God.
Each of them begins with a profession of faith in the Father, the Creator and preserver of the world, then
refers to the Son, through whom the world and we ourselves have found redemption, and concludes with a
profession of faith in the Holy Spirit, who is the presence of God in the Church and in the world. (YOUCAT
guestion 27)
